The buddies usually pick up the international students at the train
station in Ostrava and take them to the accommodation.

ESN Ostravska (www.esn-ostravska.cz/buddy).
Students may register to this service usually within one month
before their arrival to Ostrava using a registration link sent by a
Buddy Coordinator via email.

SCHOLARSHIP OPPORTUNITY

International students have a possibility to apply for an
accommodation scholarship before the set deadline. The students
must study a full quarter at the university and be physically in the
Czechia. Student must also have a Czech bank account.
